3. Completed form to Biosecurity Officer, no later than three working days prior to arrival of goods. Forms can be posted, emailed or faxed using the contact details at the top of the page. 
4. Each consignment to be accompanied by a packing list and/or invoice indicating type and quantity of goods for In Transit
ON ARRIVAL

5. On arrival at FIPASS (or any other port) goods In Transit to be secured in an approved BONDED enclosure, unless they are due to be immediately transferred to receiving vessel.  Goods to remain in BOND until transfer to receiving vessel.
ON TRANSHIPMENT

6. On receipt of In Transit goods the Captain of the receiving vessel must sign and date “Captains Declaration - Receipt of In Transit Goods”, declaring the goods have been received.  Completed form to be returned to the Biosecurity Officer.
Consignments in breach of the above conditions will be impounded.  Impounded goods are liable to destruction at the consignee’s expense.
