Fishery Update

DNR gave a brief overview of the Fishery. He imied the
committee that it has been a godd €alamari season. Hake has
been the main finfish catch. Maintenance worksIBASS will be
resuming shortly and the TDF should be availablecdwer this
period. The 38 Anniversary coin is now for sale. DNR indicated
that the Maritime legislation should proceed to iskgive
Assembly at the end of this month. This markeddhenination of

a major process with MLA Rendell chairing the Sel@ommittees
held to review the legislation. A project is unday to review
some aspects of ITQ and the lead consultant haedisecently and
met with fishing companies. DNR said we have holbefecruited
an Assistant Marine Officer. Unfortunately Joosin®ert has
recently indicated he will be leaving the FishelEpartment after
20 years’ service. The committee recorded theinkbahim for all
of his hard work and wished him well in his futugeadeavours.
GSGSSI has been helpful in having a FIG scienastippate as an
observer in the SG toothfish MSC recertificationgass which will
be useful experience for a similar process dueafapén in the FI
fishery.

There was a discussion between HW and AA aboutrtiego
practices in relation to seals by vessels with @ghaut observers.
Some vessels with observers are not showing moetalso the
difference may not be so stark. HW said that it e interesting to
see the same chart at the end of the season vethatdst results
PR asked if more cameras monitoring the nets davbel helpful.

DNR agreed that it would be interesting to have encameras
deployed to see squid and seal behaviour. Thisldvdoe

particularly useful in a poor catch year to seecd#tches are
adversely impacted by the seal exclusion devices.

PR asked if the seals are South Georgia Fur sedld.@ asked if
they could have come from S. America. AA said ttiay are
Falkland Island fur seals not South Georgia futssaad a DNA test
can be done on the seals to check whether theylaeakor from S.
America.

Further work would be done on th{S.asked when
will FIFCA be shown the amendments. PR said thatuhil need to

be checked with the AG now to establish what trec@ss is. HW
considered that the Exco paper and process hadumsatisfactory
and said that FIFCA would like to see the amendmbefore they
become final. Proper consultation and considematieeds to be
undertaken.
